We understand that the Ontario Cabinet’s decision on the Dufferin Aggregates’ Milton 

Quarry expansion is likely to be made within the next couple of weeks.  It is more 

important than ever that the media take an interest in our case now! 

 

We are asking you to write a letter to your local newspaper, expressing why Cabinet 

should make the RIGHT decision – to turn down the expansion.  The more letters that the 

newspapers receive, the more likely that some will be published.

SAMPLE LETTER 

 

Letter to the Editor, 

 

Dear Editor, 

 

I understand that an Ontario Cabinet decision on the expansion of Dufferin Aggregates’ 

Milton Quarry is imminent.  Cabinet must make the right decision and turn down the 

expansion of this Niagara Escarpment quarry. 

 

The Milton Quarry is already the largest active quarry in Canada. The expansion would 

carve up the continuous natural green corridor of the Escarpment in this area west of 

Toronto.  It would involve massive engineering works that would need to operate 

successfully forever in order to attempt to protect the water resources of the area – the 

wetlands, creeks and groundwater tables.  

 

The quarry expansion would be  right in the middle of Dalton McGuinty’s  much-

heralded Greenbelt.  Why jeopardize the ecological integrity of the Greenbelt for 

centuries to come for a mere 10 to 12 years of quarrying?  We need to reduce our demand 

for gravel and stone instead of always looking for new supplies by gouging out more 

holes in prime natural areas like the Escarpment. 

 

It is hard to imagine a pit or quarry application with more negative consequences than 

this one.  If Cabinet approves Dufferin Aggregates, other aggregate companies will know 

that they can get just about anything approved.  It will be open season on the Niagara 

Escarpment and the Greenbelt as a whole. 

 

The Ontario Cabinet must protect the Niagara Escarpment and the Greenbelt  by turning 

Dufferin Aggregates down.
